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LOCAL REGULATIONS FOR THE COMPETITION

NAME OF THE EVENT:  Romanian National Paragliding Championship
LOCATION:   Cozia area – the county of Valcea
DATE: july 18 -24 , 2011
PURPOSE:

The purpose of the event is to provide safe, fair and satisfying contest flying, so that the best pilots will obtain WPRS points, to establish the romanian champion for 2011, to reinforce friendship amongst pilots and nations, to be an useful task for Romanian pilots in relation to their level of flying skills and knowledge. 

EVENT SCHEDULE:

The schedule will be made public on the information board, in the base camp of the event. Any changes will be announced in time by the organizers.

CATEGORY

This competition is rated as OPEN FAI 2nd CAT, with ranking interest for WRPS. 

TEAM LIAISON: 

The competition pilots will select 2 persons as contact persons with the organizers during the entire event. These persons will communicate to the organizers regarding all flying issues they may occur. 

TASK SELECTION AND SAFETY COMMITTEE:
The contact persons selected and appointed by the pilots will take part to task selection and safety committee. 

RESPECT:
Please show respect to the organizers and follow their orders without objections, as they are responsible for your safety. Respect the schedule of the competition (briefing, transportation etc). Please also respect the competition area. 

MAIN REGULATIONS: 

During this competition the Romanian official flying rules will be followed; the rules are similar to the PWCA, except for the differences pointed out as following: 

· The scoring system GAP will be used

· Flight records are only tracked through GPS

· The competition includes only one task: Open Class Category. The first three pilots will be awarded by the organizers. A special prize will be awarded to the first pilot flying a glider up to DHV 2 if finish one task.

DETAILS ON COMPETITION 

SAFETY :
1. Radios are mandatory. VOX are prohibited. During the race only the VHF band will be used. During the flight all pilots should tune on the same frequency, which will be announced during the briefing; 

2. The landing area is free of obstacles, but in case of landing out of this area, be aware of the high tension cables and poles with power lines, fence, wires and other obstacles in the cultivated areas. 

3. The safety report back is mandatory for all pilots as soon as possible after the landing. All pilots must come in person to the base camp for the safety report delivery. This allows the organizers to control the competitors and avoid useless searching rescue actions. Pilots who do not respect this rule will be disqualified for the event. 

4. In case of the cancellation of the task, this aspect will be announced on the competition frequency, by the organizers only. 

5. Cloud flying: except of the danger involved, cloud flying is considered as a cheating on another competitors. On arriving at the cloud wisps, the pilots must demonstrate clearly their intention to leave from the ascending area, otherwise they will receive 0 points for the task or can be disqualified if it’s done more than once.
WEATHER FORECAST:
The task length depends on the local weather conditions. The weather in the task area changes, generally, between 1 – 3 p.m, and sometimes very quickly during the day. Please be aware of fast changes of weather conditions. The flight times (the open window, the close window, the type of task etc) will be chosen according to the weather forecast. 

TAKE OFF PLACE :
Organizers will provide the transportation to the take off area for the launch. 

TURN-POINTS:
The number of turn-points is established on daily bases, depending on the weather conditions. The turn points radius is 400 m. Organizers can change or add coordinates during the event. In this case the changes will be announced at the task briefing. 

SOFTWARE:
For flights evaluation GPSDump to download the tracklog and FS (collection of software sponsored by CIVL - FAI and the Norwegian hang and paragliding federation) to control the flight and scoring it (using GAP formula). 

TAKE OFF:
The official competition time is UTC+2. The Meet Director can stop a task in progress, for emergency and safety reasons. If a pilot decides not to fly, he/she must notify the organizers before the mandatory safety report back deadline, preferably on take-off. 

DURING THE TASK:
The Meet Director is the only person authorized to cancel or stop a task in progress, for emergency and safety reasons. When a task is stopped but not cancelled, the pilots score will be determined from their GPS track log position 10 minutes before the accurate time when the task is stopped. The task will be scored if only more than 45 minutes have elapsed since the opening of the start gate. 

From take-off till the start gate the pilots must comply with the thermalling rules (even days – circle on right side, odd days – on the left). 

Any glider joining a thermal established by another glider shall circle in the same direction, regardless of height separation.  
A pilot who lands (or limits his flight) to assist another pilot in distress will be scored for the day. The MD will decide on the validity of each case.

PENALTIES:
Penalties for rules violation other than what is already in S7B will be announced at the

Pilots` briefings by the Meet Director.

Cloud flying



1st offence - zero for the day

2nd offence - expelled from the competition

Wrong turn direction

1st offence – warning

2nd offence – 100 points then doubling for every offence after that.

Dangerous and aggressive flying

1st offence – warning

2nd offence – 100 points then doubling for every offence after that.

Aerobatics after reaching the goal area

1st offence – warning

2nd offence – 100 points then doubling for every offence after that.

Top Landing without permission after the launch window is open

1st offence – 100 points then doubling for every offence after that.

Failure to report back

1st offence - zero for the day.

2nd offence – expulsion from the competition.

Too much ballast

1st offence – 100 points

2nd offence – zero points for the task

3rd offence – expulsion from the competition
LANDING AREA :
Pilots have to enter the cylinder radius from the goal, in order to get the time points. After crossing the line pilots have to turn and land on the specified, by the organizers, landing area. 

AFTER LANDING: 

All pilots must pack their glider immediately after the landing. It is mandatory for the pilots to be tuned to the communication frequency and send the safety report via radio, SMS, phone etc. The retrieve cars will be moving on determined asphalt and country roads. 

COMPLAINTS AND PROTESTS :
A complaint may be made to the MD or his deputy by the team liaison in writing, to request a correction. It should be made at the latest 2 hours after publication of the provisional results. 

The time limit for submitting protests is 10 hours after the outcome of the complaint is  announced, except for the last contest task, when the time limit is one hour after provisional results are published for complaints. 

The protest fee is 50 EUR. It will be returned if the protest is upheld.
